FULL TIME INTERNSHIP:

A full-time internship in Los Angeles supporting key worker organizing campaigns requires a commitment to a four day initial training session, and regular weekly training and reflection sessions. Organizing also often includes nights and weekends, and attendance at various religious services.

PART TIME INTERNSHIP:

For those who are not able to commit to a full time internship, we are able to tailor our summer internship to meet the needs of people in other positions.  The internship still requires the initial four day training session, as well as weekly trainings and reflections throughout the 9 weeks.
